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Independent Auditor's Report

To the Shareholders of Salazar Resources Limited

Opinion
We have audited the consolidated financial statements of Salazar Resources Limited (the “Company”), which
comprise the consolidated statements of financial position as at December 31, 2022 and December 31, 2021, and
the consolidated statements of comprehensive (loss) income, consolidated statements of changes in
shareholders' equity and consolidated statements of cash flows for the years then ended, and notes to the
consolidated financial statements, including a summary of significant accounting policies.

In our opinion, the accompanying consolidated financial statements present fairly, in all material respects, the
financial position of the Company as at December 31, 2022 and December 31, 2021, and its financial performance
and its cash flows for the years then ended in accordance with International Financial Reporting Standards.

Basis for Opinion
We conducted our audit in accordance with Canadian generally accepted auditing standards.  Our responsibilities
under those standards are further described in the Auditor's Responsibilities for the Audit of the Consolidated
Financial Statements section of our report.  We are independent of the Company in accordance with the ethical
requirements that are relevant to our audit of the consolidated financial statements in Canada, and we have
fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with these requirements.  We believe that the audit
evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion.

Key Audit Matters
Key audit matters are those matters that, in our professional judgment, were of most significance in our audit of
the consolidated financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2022.  These matters were addressed in
the context of our audit of the consolidated financial statements as a whole, and in forming our opinion thereon,
and we do not provide a separate opinion on these matters.

In addition to the matter described in the Material Uncertainty Related to Going Concern section, we have
determined the matters described below to be the key audit matters to be communicated in our report.

Assessment of Impairment Indicators of Exploration and Evaluation Assets
Description
Under IFRS 6, the Company is required to test the amount of exploration and evaluation assets for impairment
when facts and circumstances suggest that the carry amount of an exploration and evaluation asset may exceed
the recoverable amount.

Impairment indicators were identified by management for the Ruminahui project.  An impairment charge of
$ 2,858,019 was recorded against the balance of exploration and evaluation assets recorded to the Ruminahui
project.  No impairment indicators were identified by management for the Macara, Los Osos and El Potro
projects as of December 31, 2022.



This matter was significant to our audit because the balance of exploration and evaluation assets at December
31, 2022, was $ 7,327,886, which represents a significant portion of the Company's total assets.  Management's
assessment process includes judgments, specifically whether the Company will be able to maintain exploration
claims, perform ongoing expenditure and whether there is sufficient information for a decision to be made that
the area of interest is not commercially viable.  See Note 3 and 5 of the consolidated financial statements.

How the Key Audit Matter Was Addressed in the Audit
Our approach to addressing the matter included the following procedures, among others:
We evaluated the Company's assessment as to whether there were any indicators of impairment to require the
carrying value of exploration and evaluation assets to be tested for impairment.  In performing our audit
procedures, we:


§ Obtained all option agreements, confirmed the details of the option agreements with counterparties
and confirmed exploration claim listings included in option agreements with the related mining
authorities.

§ Obtained all mineral claim listings held by the Company and confirmed the mineral claims held with the
related mining authorities.

§ Considered the Company's intentions to carry out significant exploration and evaluation area which
included assessing whether the Company's cash-flow forecasts provided for expenditure for planned
exploration and evaluation activities, and enquiring with senior management and Directors as to the
intentions and strategy of the Company.

§ Considered the Company's assessment of whether the commercial viability of extracting mineral
resources had been demonstrated and whether it was appropriate to continue to classify the costs as
capitalized exploration and evaluation assets.

§ Assessed whether there were other changes in circumstances indicating that the exploration and
evaluation expenditures may not be recoverable, based on the evidence obtained in other areas of the
audit.

Assessment of Impairment Indicators of Investment in Associated Companies
Description
Under IAS 28, the Company is required to assesses whether the net investment in an associate is impaired when
there is objective evidence of impairment as a result of one or more events that occurred after the initial
recognition of the net investment and that loss event (or events) has an impact on the estimated future cash
flows from the net investment. Management applies judgement in assessing whether impairment indicators are
present. No impairment indicators were identified by management as at December 31, 2022.

This matter was significant to our audit because the carrying value of the Company’s investment in associated
companies as at December 31, 2022, was $ 16,985,252, which represents a significant portion of the Company’s
total assets and management applies significant judgement in assessing whether impairment indicators are
present.  See Note 3 and 6 of the consolidated financial statements.



How the Key Audit Matter Was Addressed in the Audit
Our approach to addressing the matter included the following procedures, among others:
We evaluated the Company's assessment as to whether there were any indicators of impairment to require the
carrying value of the investment in associated companies to be tested for impairment.  In performing our audit
procedures, we:

§ Obtained the shareholder agreements, confirmed the details of the shareholder agreements with the
counterparty and confirmed the shareholder agreements to be in good standing.

§ Evaluated the sufficiency of audit evidence obtained related to the carrying value of the investment in
associated companies by assessing the results of audit procedures performed, including the
appropriateness of the nature and extent of such evidence, as well as qualitative aspects of the
Company's accounting practices.

§ Evaluated the completeness of management's impairment indicator assessment of whether there was
any other objective evidence indicating an impairment of an investment in an associated company.

§ Assessed whether there were other changes in circumstances indicating that an investment in associated
company may not be recoverable, based on the evidence obtained in other areas of the audit.

Material Uncertainty Related to Going Concern
We draw attention to Note 1 in the consolidated financial statements, which indicates that the Company
recorded a comprehensive loss of $ 3,037,482 and, as at December 31, 2022, the Company had an accumulated
deficit of $ 27,709,581 and working capital of $ 3,207,921.  As stated in Note 1, these events or conditions, along
with other matters as set forth in Note 1, indicate that a material uncertainty exists that may cast significant
doubt on the Company's ability to continue as a going concern.  Our opinion is not modified in respect of this
matter.

Other Information
Management is responsible for the other information.  The other information comprises the information
included in Management's Discussion and Analysis.

Our opinion on the consolidated financial statements does not cover the other information and we do not
express any form of assurance conclusion thereon.

In connection with our audit of the consolidated financial statements, our responsibility is to read the other
information identified above and, in doing so, consider whether the other information is materially inconsistent
with the consolidated financial statements or our knowledge obtained in the audit, or otherwise appears to be
materially misstated.

We obtained Management's Discussion and Analysis prior to the date of this auditor's report.  If, based on the
work we have performed on this other information, we conclude that there is a material misstatement of this
other information, we are required to report that fact in this auditor's report.  We have nothing to report in this
regard.

Responsibilities of Management and Those Charged with Governance for the Consolidated Financial
Statements
Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of the consolidated financial statements in
accordance with International Financial Reporting Standards, and for such internal control as management
determines is necessary to enable the preparation of consolidated financial statements that are free from
material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

In preparing the consolidated financial statements, management is responsible for assessing the Company's
ability to continue as a going concern, disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going concern and using the
going concern basis of accounting unless management either intends to liquidate the Company or to cease
operations, or has no realistic alternative but to do so.



Those charged with governance are responsible for overseeing the Company's financial reporting process.

Auditor's Responsibilities for the Audit of the Consolidated Financial Statements
Our objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the consolidated financial statements as a
whole are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an auditor's report that
includes our opinion.

As part of an audit in accordance with Canadian
generally accepted auditing standards, we exercise professional judgment and maintain professional skepticism
throughout the audit.  We also:

§ Identify and assess the risks of material misstatement of the consolidated financial statements, whether
due to fraud or error, design and perform audit procedures responsive to those risks, and obtain audit
evidence that is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion.

1. Nature of Operations and Going Concern

Salazar Resources Limited (the “Company”) was incorporated on July 23, 1987 under the provisions of the Company Act
(British Columbia).  The Company’s common shares are listed and trade on the TSX Venture Exchange (“TSXV”) under
the symbol “SRL”, on the OTCQB under the symbol “SRLZF” and on the Frankfurt Exchange under the symbol “CCG”. 
The Company’s executive head office is located in Quito, Ecuador.

The Company is a junior mineral exploration company currently engaged in the acquisition and exploration of mineral
properties located in Latin America.  On the basis of information to date, the Company has not yet determined whether
these properties contain economically recoverable ore reserves.  The underlying value of the exploration and evaluation
assets is entirely dependent on the existence of economically recoverable reserves, the ability of the Company to obtain
the necessary financing to complete development and upon future profitable production.  Exploration and evaluation assets
represent costs incurred to date, less amounts depreciated and/or written off, and do not necessarily represent present or
future values.

The Company’s mineral properties are located in Ecuador and consequently the Company is subject to certain risks,
including currency fluctuations and possible political or economic instability which may result in the impairment or loss
of mining title or other mineral rights, and mineral exploration and mining activities may be affected in varying degrees
by political stability and governmental regulations relating to the mining industry.  

As at December 31, 2022 the Company had working capital of $3,207,921.  To date the Company has not earned any
revenues  from its mineral interests and the Company’s operations are primarily funded from equity financings which are
dependent upon many external factors and may be difficult to impossible to secure or raise when required.  The Company
requires additional funding to maintain its current levels of overhead for the next twelve months and to fund existing levels
of planned exploration expenditures.  Additional capital may be sought from existing shareholders and creditors and from
the sale of additional common shares or other equity or debt instruments.  There is no assurance such additional capital will
be available to the Company on acceptable terms or at all.  In the longer term, the Company’s ability to continue as a going
concern will be dependent upon the discovery of economically recoverable reserves and the achievement of profitable
operations.  Whether the Company can generate positive cash flow and, ultimately, achieve profitability is uncertain.  These
uncertainties cast significant doubt upon the Company’s ability to continue as a going concern. 

These consolidated financial statements are prepared in accordance with International Financial Reporting Standards
(“IFRS”) appropriate for a going concern.  The going concern basis of accounting assumes the Company will continue to
realize the value of its assets and discharge its liabilities and other obligations in the ordinary course of business.  Should
the Company be required to realize the value of its assets in other than the ordinary course of business, the net realizable
value of its assets may be materially less than the amounts shown in the consolidated financial statements.  These
consolidated financial statements do not include any adjustments to the amounts and classifications of assets and liabilities
that may be necessary should the Company be unable to repay its liabilities and meet its other obligations in the ordinary
course of business or continue operations.

In March 2020 the World Health Organization declared a global pandemic of the novel coronavirus identified as
“COVID-19”.  In order to combat the spread of COVID-19 governments worldwide, including Ecuador and Canada,
enacted emergency measures including travel restrictions, legally enforced or self-imposed quarantine periods, social
distancing and business and organization closures.  These measures caused material disruptions to businesses, governments
and other organizations resulting in an economic slowdown and increased volatility in national and global equity and
commodity markets.  Globally, nations are in different stages of economic recovery from the COVID-19 pandemic.  The
availability of vaccines or the lack thereof plays an important role in the path back to normalcy.  Most countries worldwide
have a high vaccination rate, and subject to various health and safety protocols, work on all the projects have been carried
out with only minor disruptions.  The Company’s offices and sites are now on a hybrid model where possible.  Essential
travel has resumed and work has returned to pre-pandemic levels.

2. Basis of Preparation

Statement of Compliance

These consolidated financial statements have been prepared in accordance with International Financial Reporting Standards
(“IFRS”) as issued by the International Accounting Standards Board (“IASB”) and interpretations of the IFRS
Interpretations Committee (“IFRIC”).

Basis of Measurement

The Company’s consolidated financial statements have been prepared on the historical cost basis except for the revaluation
of certain financial assets and financial liabilities to fair value. 

Details of the Group

In addition to the Company, the consolidated financial statements include all subsidiaries.  Subsidiaries are all corporations
over which the Company is able, directly or indirectly, to control financial and operating policies, which is the authority
usually connected with holding majority voting rights.  Subsidiaries are fully consolidated from the date on which control
is acquired by the Company.  Inter-company transactions and balances are eliminated upon consolidation.  They are de-
consolidated from the date that control by the Company ceases.  See also Note 6.

3. Significant Accounting Policies

Critical Judgments and Sources of Estimation Uncertainty

The preparation of these consolidated financial statements requires management to make certain estimates, judgments and
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities at the date of the consolidated financial statements and
reported amounts of expenses during the reporting period.  Actual outcomes could differ from these estimates.  These
financial statements include estimates which, by their nature, are uncertain.  The impacts of such estimates are pervasive
throughout the financial statements, and may require accounting adjustments based on future occurrences.  Revisions to
accounting estimates are recognized in the period in which the estimate is revised and future periods if the revision affects
both current and future periods.  These estimates are based on historical experience, current and future economic conditions
and other factors, including expectations of future events that are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances.

Critical Judgments

The following are critical judgments that management has made in the process of applying accounting policies and that
have the most significant effect on the amounts recognized in the financial statements:

(i) The determination of categories of financial assets and financial liabilities has been identified as an accounting
policy which involves judgments or assessments made by management.

(ii) The determination of a subsidiary’s functional currency often requires significant judgment where the primary
economic environment in which they operate may not be clear.  This can have a significant impact on the
consolidated results of the Company based on the foreign currency translation methods used.

(iii) Management is required to assess impairment in respect of intangible exploration and evaluation assets.  The
triggering events are defined in IFRS 6.  In making the assessment, management is required to make judgments
on the status of each project and the future plans towards finding commercial reserves.  The nature of exploration
and evaluation activity is such that only a proportion of projects are ultimately successful and some assets are
likely to become impaired in future periods. 

During fiscal 2022 and 2021 management determined impairment indicators were present in certain of its
exploration and evaluation assets and an impairment test was performed.  See also Note 5 for details.

3. Significant Accounting Policies (continued)

(iv) Although the Company takes steps to verify title to exploration and evaluation assets in which it has an interest,
these procedures do not guarantee the Company’s title.  Such properties may be subject to prior agreements
or transfers and title may be affected by undetected defects.

(v) At the end of each reporting period, the Company assesses each associate to determine whether there is objective
evidence of impairment.  The impairment analysis requires the use of estimates and assumptions as to whether
significant changes with an adverse effect have taken place in technological, market, economic or legal
environment in which the associate operates. 

(vi) The assessment of the probability of future taxable income in which deferred tax assets can be utilized is based
on the Company’s estimate of future profits or losses adjusted for significant non-taxable income and expenses
and specific limits to the use of any unused tax loss or credit.  The tax rules in the jurisdictions in which the
Company operates are also carefully taken into consideration.  If a positive forecast of taxable income indicates
the probable use of a deferred tax asset, especially when it can be utilized without a time limit, that deferred tax
asset is usually recognized in full.  The recognition of deferred tax assets that are subject to certain legal or
economic limits or uncertainties is assessed individually by management based on the specific facts and
circumstances.  Details of these can be found in Note 9.

Estimation Uncertainty 

The following are key assumptions concerning the future and other key sources of estimation uncertainty that have a
significant risk of resulting in a material adjustment to the carrying amount of assets and liabilities within the next financial
year:

(i) Depreciation expense is allocated based on assumed useful life of property, plant and equipment.  Should the
useful life differ from the initial estimate, an adjustment would be made in the statement of operations.

(ii) The cost estimates are updated periodically during the life of a mine to reflect known developments, (e.g.
revisions to cost estimates and to the estimated lives of operations), and are subject to review at regular intervals.
Decommissioning, restoration and similar liabilities are estimated based on the Company’s interpretation of
current regulatory requirements and constructive obligations are measured at fair value.  Fair value is determined
based on the net present value of estimated future cash expenditures for the settlement of decommissioning,
restoration or similar liabilities that may occur upon decommissioning of the mine.  Such estimates are subject
to change based on changes in laws and regulations and negotiations with regulatory authorities.  As at
December 31, 2022 and 2021, there were no decommissioning liabilities.

(iii) The assessment of any impairment of exploration and evaluation assets is dependent upon estimates of the
recoverable amounts that take into account factors such as reserves, economic and market conditions and the
useful lives of assets.  As a result of this assessment, management has carried out an impairment test on the
Company’s exploration and evaluation assets and in fiscal 2022 an impairment charge of $2,858,019 (2021 -
$1,231,150) was made. 

Comparative Figures

Certain of the prior year’s comparative figures have been reclassified to conform with the current fiscal year’s presentation.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash includes cash on hand and demand deposits.  Cash equivalents include short-term, highly liquid investments that are
readily convertible to known amounts of cash and which are subject to an insignificant risk of change in value.  The
Company is not exposed to significant credit or interest rate risk although cash is held in excess of federally insured limits
with a major financial institution.

Deferred Acquisition Costs

Expenditures incurred on mineral projects, where the Company has an agreement to acquire a company holding the mineral
project, are accounted for as advances toward the purchase of an ownership interest in a company and are capitalized to
the statement of financial position.  

Amounts Receivable

Receivables are recognized initially at fair value and classified as amortized cost.  Receivables are subsequently measured
at amortized cost using the effective interest method, less expected credit losses.  At each reporting date, the Company
records a credit losses at an amount equal to the lifetime expected credit losses using a present value and probability-
weighted model. 

Materials and Supplies

Materials and supplies are valued at the lower of cost and replacement cost. 

Accounts Payable and Accrued Liabilities

Payables are obligations to pay for materials or services that have been acquired in the ordinary course of business from
suppliers.  Payables are classified as current liabilities if payment is due within one year or less (or in the normal operating
cycle of the business if longer).  If not, they are presented as non-current liabilities. 

Payables are classified as amortized cost initially at fair value and are subsequently measured at amortized cost using the
effective interest method.

Investment in Associates

An associate is an entity over which the Company has significant influence, and which is neither a subsidiary nor a joint
arrangement.

The Company has significant influence over an entity when it has the power to participate in the financial and operating
policy decisions of the associate but does not have control or joint control.

Under the equity method, the Company’s investment in the common shares of the associate is initially recognized at cost
and subsequently increased or decreased to recognize the Company’s share of net income and losses of the associate, after
any adjustments necessary to give effect to uniform accounting policies, any other movement in the associate’s reserves,
and for impairment losses after the initial recognition date.  The Company’s share of income and losses of the associate
is recognized in net income during the period.

Dividends and repayment of capital received from an associate are accounted for as a reduction in the carrying amount of
the Company’s investment.
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3. Significant Accounting Policies (continued)

At the end of each reporting period, the Company assesses whether there is any objective evidence that an investment in
an associate is impaired.  Objective evidence includes observable data indicating there is a measurable decrease in the
estimated future cash flows of the investee’s operations.  A significant or prolonged decline in the fair value of an equity
investment below its cost is also objective evidence of impairment.  When there is objective evidence that an investment
is impaired, the carrying amount of such investment is compared to its recoverable amount, being the higher of its fair value
less costs of disposal and value-in-use.  If the recoverable amount of an investment is less than its carrying amount, the
carrying amount is reduced to its recoverable amount and an impairment loss, being the excess of carrying amount over
the recoverable amount, is recognized in the period in which the relevant circumstances are identified.  When an impairment
loss reverses in a subsequent period, the carrying amount of the investment is increased to the revised estimate of
recoverable amount to the extent that the increased carrying amount does not exceed the carrying amount that would have
been determined had an impairment loss not been previously recognized.  A reversal of an impairment loss is recognized
in net income in the period in which the reversal occurs.

Exploration and Evaluation Assets

The Company follows the practice of capitalizing all costs relating to the acquisition of, exploration for and development
of mineral properties and crediting all proceeds received against the cost of the related properties.  Such costs include, but
are not exclusive to, geological, geophysical studies, exploratory drilling and sampling.  At such time as commercial
production commences, these costs will be charged to operations on a unit-of-production method based on proven and
probable reserves. The aggregate costs related to abandoned mineral properties are charged to operations at the time of any
abandonment, or when it has been determined that there is evidence of a permanent impairment.  An impairment charge
relating to a mineral property is subsequently reversed when new exploration results or actual or potential proceeds on sale
or farm out of the property result in a revised estimate of the recoverable amount, but only to the extent that this does not
exceed the original carrying value of the property that would have resulted if no impairment had been recognized. 

The recoverability of amounts shown for exploration and evaluation assets is dependent upon the discovery of economically
recoverable reserves, the ability of the Company to obtain financing to complete development of the properties, and on
future production or proceeds of disposition. 

The Company recognizes in income costs recovered on mineral properties when amounts received or receivable are in
excess of the carrying amount. 

Once the technical feasibility and commercial viability of the extraction of mineral resources in an area of interest are
demonstrable, exploration and evaluation assets attributable to that area of interest are first tested for impairment and then
reclassified to mining property and development assets.  At such time as commercial production commences, these costs
will be charged to operations on a unit-of-production method based on proven and probable reserves.

All capitalized exploration and evaluation expenditures are monitored for indications of impairment. Where a potential
impairment is indicated, assessments are performed for each area of interest. To the extent that exploration expenditures
are not expected to be recovered, they are charged to the results of operations. 

Property, Plant and Equipment 

Property, plant and equipment are carried at cost, less accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment losses. 

The cost of an item of property, plant and equipment consists of the purchase price, any costs directly attributable to
bringing the asset to the location and condition necessary for its intended use and an initial estimate of the costs of
dismantling and removing the item and restoring the site on which it is located. 

Property, plant and equipment are depreciated annually on a straight-line basis over the estimated useful lives of the assets,
at a rate of between 10% and 33% commencing when the related asset is available for use.
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3. Significant Accounting Policies (continued)

An item of property, plant and equipment is derecognized upon disposal or when no future economic benefits are expected
to arise from the continued use of the asset.  Any gain or loss arising on disposal of the asset, determined as the difference
between the net disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset, is recognized in profit or loss in the consolidated
statement of comprehensive income or loss. 

Where an item of plant and equipment comprises major components with different useful lives, the components are
accounted for as separate items of plant and equipment.  Expenditures incurred to replace a component of an item of plant
and equipment that is accounted for separately, including major inspection and overhaul expenditures are capitalized. 

The Company compares the carrying value of property, plant and equipment to estimated net recoverable amounts, based
on estimated future cash flows, to determine whether there is any indication of impairment whenever events or
circumstances warrant. 

Impairment of Assets

At each financial position reporting date, the carrying amounts of the Company’s assets are reviewed to determine whether
there is any indication that those assets are impaired.  If any such indication exists, the recoverable amount of the asset is
estimated in order to determine the extent of the impairment, if any.  Where the asset does not generate cash flows that are
independent from other assets, the Company estimates the recoverable amount of the cash-generating unit to which the asset
belongs. 

An asset’s recoverable amount is the higher of fair value less costs of disposal and value in use.  Fair value is determined
as the price that would be received to sell an asset in an orderly transaction between market participants.  In assessing value
in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current
market assessments of the time value of money and the risks specific to the asset.  If the recoverable amount of an asset or
cash-generating unit is estimated to be less than its carrying amount, the carrying amount of the asset is reduced to its
recoverable amount and the impairment loss is recognized in the profit or loss for the period. 

Where an impairment loss subsequently reverses, the carrying amount of the asset (or cash-generating unit) is increased
to the revised estimate of its recoverable amount, so that the increased carrying amount does not exceed the carrying amount
that would have been determined had no impairment loss been recognized for the asset (or cash-generating unit) in prior
years.  A reversal of an impairment loss is recognized immediately in profit or loss. 

Decommissioning Provision

An obligation to incur restoration, rehabilitation and environmental costs arises when environmental disturbance is caused
by the exploration, development or ongoing production of a mineral interest by or on behalf of the Company.   Costs for
restoration of site damage which is created on an ongoing basis during exploration and evaluation are provided for at their
net present values and charged against profits in the period such exploration and evaluation occurs.  Discount rates using
a risk-free rate that reflects the time value of money are used to calculate the net present value.  The related liability is
adjusted for each period for the unwinding of the discount rate and for changes to the current market-based discount rate,
amount or timing of the underlying cash flows needed to settle the obligation.  As at December 31, 2022 and 2021 the
Company does not have any decommissioning obligations. 

Financial Instruments

The Company classifies its financial assets and financial liabilities in the following measurement categories:  (i) those to
be measured subsequently at fair value through profit or loss (“FVTPL”);  (ii) those to be measured subsequently at fair
value through other comprehensive income (“FVOCI”);  and (iii) those to be measured at amortized cost.  The classification
of financial assets depends on the business model for managing the financial assets and the contractual terms of the cash
flows.  Financial liabilities are classified as those to be measured at amortized cost unless they are designated as those to
be measured subsequently at FVTPL (irrevocable election at the time of recognition).  For assets and liabilities measured
at fair value, gains and losses are either recorded in profit or loss or other comprehensive income.
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3. Significant Accounting Policies (continued)

All financial instruments are required to be measured at fair value on initial recognition, plus, in the case of a financial asset
or financial liability not at FVTPL, transaction costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition or issuance of the
financial asset or financial liability.  Transaction costs of financial assets and financial liabilities carried at FVTPL are
expensed in profit or loss.  Financial assets and financial liabilities with embedded derivatives are considered in their
entirety when determining whether their cash flows are solely payment of principal and interest.

Financial assets that are held within a business model whose objective is to collect the contractual cash flows, and that have
contractual cash flows that are solely payments of principal and interest on the principal outstanding are generally measured
at amortized cost at the end of the subsequent accounting periods.  All other financial assets including equity investments
are measured at their fair values at the end of subsequent accounting periods, with any changes taken through profit and
loss or other comprehensive income (irrevocable election at the time of recognition).  For financial liabilities measured
subsequently at FVTPL, changes in fair value due to credit risk are recorded in other comprehensive income.

Share Capital

Common shares issued by the Company are classified as equity.  Costs directly attributable to the issue of common
shares, share purchase warrants and share options are recognized as a deduction from equity, net of any related income
tax effects.

Equity Financing

The Company engages in equity financing transactions to obtain the funds necessary to continue operations and explore
and evaluate mineral properties.  These equity financing transactions may involve issuance of common shares or units. 
Units typically comprise a certain number of common shares and share purchase warrants.  Depending on the terms and
conditions of each equity financing transaction, the warrants are exercisable into additional common shares at a price prior
to expiry as stipulated by the terms of the transaction.  The Company has adopted the residual value method with respect
to the allocation of proceeds received on sale of units to the underlying common shares and share purchase warrants issued
as private placement units.  The fair value of the common shares issued in private placements is determined by the closing
quoted bid price on the announcement date.  The balance, if any, is allocated to the attached share purchase warrants. 

Share-Based Payment Transactions

The share option plan allows Company employees and consultants to acquire shares of the Company.  The fair value of
share options granted is recognized as a share-based compensation expense with a corresponding increase in the equity
settled share-based payments reserve in equity.  An individual is classified as an employee when the individual is
an employee for legal or tax purposes (direct employee) or provides services similar to those performed by a direct
employee.

For employees the fair value is measured at grant date and each tranche is recognized separately on a straight line basis over
the period during which the share options vest.  The fair value of the share options granted is measured using the Black-
Scholes option pricing model taking into account the terms and conditions upon which the share options were granted. 
At the end of each reporting period, the amount recognized as an expense is adjusted to reflect the actual number of share
options that are expected to vest.

Equity-settled share-based payment transactions with non-employees are measured at the fair value of the goods or services
received. However, if the fair value cannot be estimated reliably, the share-based payment transaction is measured at the
fair value of the equity instruments granted at the date the Company receives the goods or the services.

Current and Deferred Income Taxes

Income tax expense comprises current and deferred tax.  Income tax is recognized in the statement of comprehensive loss,
except to the extent that it relates to items recognized in other comprehensive loss or directly in equity.  In this case the
income tax is also recognized in other comprehensive loss or directly in equity, respectively.
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3. Significant Accounting Policies (continued)

Current Income Tax

The current income tax charge is calculated on the basis of the tax laws enacted or substantively enacted at the statement
of financial position date in the countries where the Company’s subsidiaries and associates operate and generate taxable
income.  Management periodically evaluates positions taken in tax returns with respect to situations in which applicable
tax regulation is subject to interpretation.  It establishes provisions where appropriate on the basis of amounts expected to
be paid to the tax authorities.

Deferred Income Tax

Deferred income tax is recognized, using the liability method, on temporary differences arising between the tax bases of
assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts in the consolidated financial statements.  However, the deferred income
tax is not accounted for if it arises from initial recognition of an asset or liability in a transaction other than a business
combination that at the time of the transaction affects neither accounting nor taxable profit or loss.  Deferred income tax
is determined using tax rates (and laws) that have been enacted or substantially enacted by the statement of financial
position date and are expected to apply when the related deferred income tax asset is realized or the deferred income tax
liability is settled.

Deferred income tax assets are recognized only to the extent that it is probable that future taxable profit will be available
against which the temporary differences can be utilized.

Deferred income tax is provided on temporary differences arising on investments in subsidiaries, except where the timing
of the reversal of the temporary difference is controlled by the Company and it is probable that the temporary difference
will not reverse in the foreseeable future.  Deferred income tax assets and liabilities are offset when there is a legally
enforceable right to offset current tax assets against current tax liabilities and when the deferred income tax assets and
liabilities relate to income taxes levied by the same taxation authority on either the taxable entity or different taxable entities
where there is an intention to settle the balances on a net basis.

Income (Loss) Per Share

Basic income (loss) per share is computed by dividing income available to common shareholders by the weighted average
number of common shares outstanding during the period.  The computation of diluted income (loss) per share assumes the
conversion, exercise or contingent issuance of securities only when such conversion, exercise or issuance would have a
dilutive effect on income (loss) per share.  The dilutive effect of convertible securities is reflected in diluted earnings per
share by application of the “if converted” method.  The dilutive effect of outstanding options and warrants and their
equivalents is reflected in diluted earnings per share by application of the treasury stock method. 

Foreign Currency Translation

Functional and Presentation Currency

Items included in the financial statements of each of the Company’s entities are measured using the currency of the primary
economic environment in which the entity operates (“the functional currency”).  The Company’s entities’ functional
currencies are the Canadian dollar and the United States dollar.  The consolidated financial statements are presented in
Canadian dollars which is the Company’s presentation currency.

The Company’s active subsidiaries have the United States dollar as the functional currency.  Assets, liabilities and
transactions are therefore translated into Canadian dollars using the report date closing exchange rate.  Income and expenses
are translated into Canadian dollars at the average exchange rate over the reporting period.  Exchange differences are
presented in other comprehensive income and recognized in the accumulated other comprehensive income. 
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3. Significant Accounting Policies (continued)

Foreign Currency Transactions

Foreign currency transactions are translated into the functional currency using the exchange rates prevailing on the dates
of the transactions.  Foreign exchange gains and losses resulting from the settlement of such transactions and from the
translation at period-end exchange rates of monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are recognized
in comprehensive income.

Adoption of New Accounting Standards

Onerous Contracts - Cost of Fulfilling a Contract (Amendments to IAS 37)

In May 2020, the IASB issued amendments to IAS 37 to specify which costs an entity needs to include when assessing
whether a contract is onerous or loss-making.  The amendments specify which costs an entity includes in determining the
cost of fulfilling a contract for the purpose of assessing whether the contract is onerous.  The amendments are effective for
annual reporting periods beginning on or after January 1, 2022.  There was no material impact to the Company’s
consolidated financial statements from the adoption of these amendments. 

Financial Instruments - (Amendment to IFRS 9)

In May 2020, the IASB issued an amendment to IFRS 9 as part of its annual improvements to IFRS standards process.  The
amendment clarifies the fees a company includes when assessing whether the terms of a new or modified financial liability
are substantially different from the terms of the original financial liability.  The amendment is effective for annual reporting
periods beginning on or after January 1, 2022, with earlier adoption permitted.  There was no material impact to the
Company’s consolidated financial statements from the adoption of this amendment.

Accounting Standards and Interpretations Issued but Not Yet Effective

Classification of Liabilities as Current or Non-Current (Amendments to IAS 1)

In January 2020, the IASB issued amendments to IAS 1 - Presentation of Financial Statements to specify the requirements
for classifying liabilities as current or non-current.  The amendments clarify that the classification of liabilities as current
or non-current is based on rights that are in existence at the end of the reporting period, specify that classification is
unaffected by expectations about whether an entity will exercise its right to defer settlement of a liability, explain that rights
are in existence if covenants are complied with at the end of the reporting period, and introduce a definition of ‘settlement’
to make clear that settlement refers to the transfer to the counterparty of cash, equity instruments, other assets or services.
The amendments are applied retrospectively for annual periods beginning on or after January 1, 2023, with early application
permitted.  The Company does not expect a material impact to its consolidated financial statements from the adoption of
these amendments.

(i) On November 6, 2017 the Company entered into an option agreement with an Ecuadorian individual

(a) Salazar Holdings - Curipamba Project

Salazar Holdings holds a 100% interest in the Curipamba Project, consisting of seven concessions located in the
provinces of Bolivar and Los Rios, Ecuador.  The Curipamba Project is subject to a 2% net smelter return royalty
(“NSR”).

On September 14, 2017, as amended September 19, 2019, the Company entered into a definitive option
agreement (the “Curipamba Option”) whereby Adventus Mining Corporation (“Adventus”) would earn (the
“Earn-In”) a 75% interest in Salazar Holdings by funding costs on the Curipamba Project of US $25,000,000
over the next five years, including the completion of a feasibility study on the El Domo deposit, subject to certain
exceptions.  In December 2021 Adventus delivered the completed feasibility study and provided written notice
of its exercise of the Earn-in.  Effective December 31, 2021 the Company agreed to the transfer of a 75%
ownership interest in Salazar Holdings to Adventus, reducing its interest to 25%, under a shareholders’
agreement (the “Salazar Holdings Shareholders’ Agreement”), dated January 4, 2022.

With the receipt of the feasibility study the Company completed an asset impairment test that determined that
the recoverable amount of its effective ownership interest on the Curipamba Project based on a fair value less
costs of disposal (“FVLCD”) model of $15,081,000  exceeded the carrying value resulting in an asset impairment
charge of $1,231,150 for fiscal 2021.  Estimates of future cash flows used in the calculation of the recoverable
amount of the Curipamba Project are based on a reserve evaluation report prepared by independent engineers.

Key Assumptions

The key assumptions and estimates used in determining the FVLCD are related to the estimation of life of mine
(“LOM”) production profile and reserves, future commodity prices, royalties, operating and capital costs and
discount rates. The FVLCD estimates are determined to be categorized as level 3 according to the IFRS 13 fair
value hierarchy. The following describes the impact on net loss relating to unobservable inputs that would have
a significant impact on the determined FVLCD and impairment recognized for fiscal 2021:

(i) Production volumes:  estimates of the quantities of proven and probable mineral reserves and resources
form the basis of the LOM plan.  The ore reserves and mineral resources were based on information
effective December 31, 2021, as compiled by qualified persons as defined in accordance with the
Canadian Securities Administrators’ National Instrument 43-101 Standards of Disclosure for Mineral
Projects requirement. Production volumes take into account a number of variables, including but not
limited to the recoverable quantities, production profile, production costs, capital costs to develop the
infrastructure required to extract the reserves and duration of mining rights. The production profiles
and volumes used were consistent with the reserves and resource volumes used as a part of our process
for the estimation of proved and probable reserves, which are then assessed to reflect what a market
participant would estimate;

(ii) Metal prices:  forecast gold and copper prices used to estimate future revenues are derived from
consensus prices from external sources and range from US $1,600 per ounce for gold and US $3.50
per pound for copper throughout the LOM; and

(iii) Discount rates:  in calculating the FVLCD, after-tax discount rate of 16% was used based on a
weighted average cost of capital (“WACC”) analysis. Consistent with the cash flows in the LOM plan,
the WACC is expressed in real terms. 

The LOM plan used to determine impairment is based on management’s best estimates on market participant
assumptions using internal and external data which may generate results that are not necessarily indicative of
future performance.  In addition, in deriving this analysis, managment has made assumptions based on the
structure and relationships of variables as at the balance sheet date which may differ due to fluctuations
throughout future years with all other variables assumed to remain constant. Actual changes in one variable may
contribute to changes in another variable, which may amplify or offset the individual effect of each assumption. 

The key assumptions and values derived are compared to observable market multiples, including comparable
entities and assets and related value per ounce of reserves and/or resources.  

Although these estimates are based on management’s best knowledge of the amounts, events or actions as of the
measurement date, the actual results may differ from these estimates.

In accordance with IFRS 10, Consolidated Financial Statements, the Company has derecognized the assets and
liabilities of Salazar Holdings and recognized the 25% interest as investment in associated company at its fair
value of $15,081,000. The Company will continue to account for the investment in Salazar Holdings using the
equity method.  As the Option Exercise Date occurred on December 31, 2021 there was no equity income
adjustment for fiscal 2021.  In addition, on the Option Exercise Date the Company reclassified $5,551,762 from
the Accumulated Other Comprehensive Income (Loss) (“AOCI”), this being the cumulative amount of exchange
differences relating to Salazar Holdings. 

Adventus agreed to provide the Company with non-refundable advance payments of US $250,000 per year until
achievement of commercial production, to a maximum cumulative total of US $1,750,000.  As at December 31,
2022 the Company had received total advance payments of US $1,500,000.

Adventus is required to fund 100% of the development and construction expenditures to commercial production.
Upon achievement of commercial production, Adventus will receive 95% of the dividends from the Curipamba
Project until its aggregate investment, including advance payments, has been recouped minus the approximate
Company carrying value of US $19,800,000 when the Curipamba Option was signed, after which dividends will
be shared on a pro-rata basis according to their respective ownership.  In certain circumstances where project
development is delayed post earn-in, Adventus’ ownership position could be diluted.

Adventus paid the Company a 10% management fee on certain expenditures during the term of the Curipamba
Option, with a prescribed minimum annual amount of US $350,000.  During fiscal 2021 the Company received
$564,165.  As part of the Salazar Holdings Shareholders’ Agreement the Company earned a management fee of
$232,305 in fiscal 2022.  This annual fee will be negotiated in subsequent years. 

Prior to the Earn-in, drilling services required by Adventus’ exploration program as part of Adventus’ Earn-In
were being provided by a subsidiary of the Company.  As part of the Salazar Holdings shareholders agreement
a subsidiary of the Company has the first right of refusal to provide drilling services.  As drilling services to third
parties are not in the Company’s ordinary activities and the drilling services have been contracted with Adventus
in which both the Company and Adventus shared in the risks and benefits that result from the drilling services
Adventus was not considered a customer and the drilling services were not in the scope of IFRS 15 - Revenue
from Contracts with Customers. 

During fiscal 2021 the Company recorded $2,640,442 revenue and incurred $2,391,253 operating costs resulting
in $249,189 credit to the Curipamba exploration and evaluation asset.  During fiscal 2022 the Company recorded
$2,210,674 revenue and incurred $1,467,331 operating costs resulting in $743,343 net drill income recorded in
other items.

(b) Dos Gemas - Exploration Alliance

On September 13, 2017, as amended December 21, 2017, the Company and Adventus signed an exploration
alliance memorandum of understanding (the “MOU”) to jointly explore in Ecuador (the “Alliance”).  Under the
MOU the venture would be owned 80% by Adventus and 20% by the Company, with the Company operating
the Alliance and Adventus funding all activities incurred on behalf of the Alliance up to a construction decision.

On February 19, 2018 the Company, Adventus and Dos Gemas entered into the definitive exploration alliance
agreement (the “Exploration Alliance Agreement”) to formalize the terms of the MOU.  Dos Gemas is owned
80% by Adventus and 20% by the Company.  During fiscal 2018 Adventus assumed control of Dos Gemas and,
as such, the Company derecognized the assets and liabilities of Dos Gemas from the consolidated financial
statements.  The remaining 20% investment retained in Dos Gemas was recognized at fair value when control
was assumed by Adventus and the Company subsequently accounted for its investment using the equity method. 
The Company’s share of losses exceeds its interest in Dos Gemas and, as such, the Company has discontinued
recognizing its share of any further losses as there are no legal or constructive obligations.

As operator of the Alliance the Company will be paid a 10% operator’s fee on all expenditures incurred, subject
to an annual maximum fee of US $200,000 on costs pertaining to surface rights acquisitions.  During fiscal 2022
the Company earned $8,011 (2021 - $13,749) in operator fees and, as at December 31, 2022 $8,336 (2021 -
$4,517) has been included in amounts receivable.  In addition, commencing fiscal 2020 the Company provided
drilling services to Dos Gemas.  During fiscal 2022 the Company recorded $nil (2021 - $389,380) revenue and
incurred $nil (2021 - $331,221) operating costs resulting in $nil (2021 - $58,159) in net drill income. 

Pijili Project

In August 2017 the Company was awarded three concessions (the “Pijili Project”), located in the province of
Azuay, Ecuador.  On March 28, 2018 the Company, Adventus and Dos Gemas entered into a letter agreement
whereby the Company agreed to transfer the Pijili Project to Dos Gemas under the Alliance whereby Adventus
has issued 2,536,232 Adventus common shares at an ascribed value of $2,028,986, paid a total of $195,705
(US $150,000) cash and fulfilled its US $1,000,000 minimum exploration commitments.  The official transfer
of the Pijili Project was completed in May 2021.  During fiscal 2022 the Company earned $15,324 (2021 -
$37,525) in operator fees and, as at December 31, 2022 $15,947 (2021 - $6,540) has been included in amounts
receivable. 

Santiago Concession

The Company held a 100% interest in a concession (the “Santiago Concession”) located in the province of Loja,
Ecuador.  On May 22, 2018 the Company, Adventus and Dos Gemas entered into an agreement whereby the
Company agreed to transfer the Santiago Project to Dos Gemas under the Alliance whereby Adventus has issued
1,268,116 Adventus common shares, at an ascribed value of $1,014,492, paid a total of $97,118 (US $75,000)
cash and fulfilled its US $500,000 minimum exploration commitments.  The official transfer of the Santiago
Project was completed in fiscal 2019.  The Santiago Project is subject to a 1.5% net smelter royalty that can be
bought out for US $1,000,000, as well as a 4% net profits interest royalty that is in favour of INV Metals Inc.

(c) Santos Resources - Los Santos Concession

On December 8, 2020 the Company entered into a binding letter of intent (the “Los Santos LOI”) with Minera
Mesaloma S.A. (“Mesaloma”) whereby the Company may acquire up to a 100% interest in the Los Santos
Concession, located in southwest Ecuador.  Pursuant to the terms of the Los Santos LOI the Company made an
initial payment of US $25,000 in December 2020 and, at Mesaloma’s election, in January 2021 the Company
issued  177,283 units, comprising 177,283 common shares and 88,642 warrants, with each warrant entitling
Mesaloma to acquire an additional common share at a price of $0.385 per share, expiring July 22, 2022.  The
value assigned to the common shares was $62,935 and to the warrants was $11,523 for a total fair value of
$74,458.  The fair value of the warrants has been estimated using the Black-Scholes option pricing model.  The
assumptions used were:  a risk-free interest rate of 0.14%;  expected volatility of 83%;  an expected life of 1.5
years;  a dividend yield of 0%;  and an expected forfeiture rate of 0%.  

On November 24, 2021, as amended on July 16, 2022, the Company and Mesaloma and other parties
(collectively the “Optionor”) completed the definitive agreement (the “Mining Option and Shareholders’
Agreement”) under which the Company may acquire up to a 90% beneficial interest in Santos Resources, a
company incorporated to hold a 100% beneficial interest in the Los Santos Concession, by making option
payments (the “Option Payments”) totalling US $1,950,000, as follows:

(i) paid a total of US$150,000 (the “First Option Exercise Payment”) and earned an initial 26% interest;
(ii) US$250,000 (the “Second Option Exercise Payment”) on or before the 12 month anniversary of the

date of making the First Option Exercise Payment to earn an additional 25% interest (for a total of
51%);

(iii) US$350,000 (the “Third Option Exercise Payment”) on or before the 12 month anniversary of the date
of making the Second Option Exercise Payment to earn an additional 10% interest (for a total of 61%);

(iv) US$500,000 (the “Fourth Option Exercise Payment”) on or before the 12 month anniversary of the
date of making the Third Option Exercise Payment to earn an additional 19% interest (for a total of

(a) When applying for new concessions via the public tender process in Ecuador, the Company, either directly or
under option agreement, presented its investment offers for each concession.  The investment offer represents
the total amount that is required to be spent in order to maintain possession of the concession area at the end of
the four-year investment period required by the Government of Ecuador.  Accordingly, should the Company wish
to retain possession of all the concession areas it holds as at December 31, 2022, the Company’s commitment
for fiscal 2023 is approximately US $1,800,000.

(b) Concessions in Ecuador that were not acquired via the public tender process require the Company to submit an
annual expenditure plan to the Government of Ecuador outlining the minimum amount of committed
expenditures for the upcoming year.  The total obligation of the Company for these concession areas for fiscal

Market Risk

Market risk is the risk of loss that may arise from changes in market factors such as interest rates, foreign exchange rates,
and commodity and equity prices.  These fluctuations may be significant.

(a) Interest Rate Risk

The Company is exposed to interest rate risk to the extent that the cash bears floating rates of interest.  The
interest rate risk on cash and on the Company’s obligations are not considered significant.

(b) Foreign Currency Risk 

The Company’s significant subsidiary is located in Ecuador which has adopted the US Dollar as its  currency. 

The Company also maintains cash deposits in US Dollars with its Canadian bank.  As such, the fluctuation
of the Canadian Dollar in relation to the US Dollar will have an impact upon the profitability of the Company
and may also affect the value of the Company’s assets and the amount of shareholders’ equity.  The Company
has not entered into any agreements or purchased any instruments to hedge possible currency risks.  At
December 31, 2022, 1 Canadian Dollar was equal to 0.74 US Dollar.
